Moses Robinson, the second Governor
Vermont, was the son of Captain

Samuel Robinson, who came from Hard- -

wick, Massachusetts, to Bennington, in
1761, and Immediately took a prominent
part In the affairs of that town and of
the State. He was sent, by the settlers
under the New Hampshire Charters, In
the fall of 1766, to England to present
their grievances to the King and had so
far succeeded in his mission asto obtain

order In Conncil commanding that the
Governor of New York "do not, upon
pain of His Majesty's highest displeasure,
presume to make any grant whatsoever

any part of the lands" in dispute;
when he sickened of the small pox and
died at London, 27th October, 1767, In
the 63d year of his age.

Governor Robinson was born at Hard-wic- k,

Mass., March 2Cth, 1741, and
probably'came to Bennington with his
father, as we find that he was elected
town clerk of Bennington at its first
organization In March 1761, being then
barely 21 years of age, to which office
he was annually for nineteen
successive years. He was appointed to
the command of a Regiment of Militia
in 1777, and was present with his regi
ment at Mt. Independence at the evac
uation of " Fort Tl" in July of that
year, and during the same year was ap
pointed a member of the " Council of

Safety." In October 1778, he was elected
one of the twelve Councillors of the
State and was continued In that position
until 1786 when he was succeeded by
Ebenezer Walbridge, also of Bennington,
At the organization of the Supreme
Court of Vermont in October, 1778, he
was elected Chief Justice and was re-

elected in 1779 and 1780. In 1781
Colonel Elisha Payne (who resided in
one of the towns east of the Connecticut
River, in New Hampshire, which for
a short time was annexed to Vermont)
was elected Chief Justice and Judge
Robinson was elected 1st Ass't Justice,
but in 1782 he was again elected Chief
Justice, which office he continued to
hold till 1789.

This year, (1789) the people having
failed to make choice of a Governor,
that duty devolved on the Legislature
and was discharged by the election of
Moses Robinson. He was governor but
a single year, Governor Chittenden being
in 1790 again elected by the people
Governor Robinson was a prominent
member of the Dorset Convention and
also of the Westminster Convention. . In
1782, he, together with Jonas Fay, Paul
Spooner and Isaac Tichenor, were ap
pointed "Plenipotentiaries, invested with
full power to agree on terms upon which
this State shall come into an union with
the United States of North America."
This committee failed "to agree on terms"

and Vermont continued "an independent
State" till 1791 when she was admitted
into the Union and became one of the
United States, Governor Robinson being
Vice President of the Convention, which,
on the part of Vermont, ratified the Con-

stitution of the United States.
In 1791, Immediately after the admis-

sion, he was elected one of the United
States Senators from Vermont. In 1796,
a short time before the expiration of the
term for which he was elected, being a

strong Jeffersonian, and the State being
decidedly Federal in its politics, he re-

signed his seat and was succeeded by
Isaac Tichenor, also of Bennington. In
1802 he representedjthe town of Benning-
ton In the Legislature of Vermont, and
at the close of that session, after nearly
forty years of continuous public service,
retired to private life.

In 1789 Dartmouth College conferred

upon him the honorary degree of Master

of Arti.
Governor Robinson died at Bennington

the 26th of May 1813, in the 73d year of

his age.

of the Papal Provinces, leaving to the

his lifetime. When he dies the temporal
power of the Pope Is to cease entirely.

It is said that Lord Derby will soon

resign the Premiership. The truth of
the newspaper reports concerning the
illness of Earl Russell is positively de-

nied. TheLondou Times of Monday says
Edward Thornton, the present British

Envoy at Rio, will be appointed Ambas-

sador to the United States. The pioneer
steamers of the Abyssinian expedition
have sailed from Aden for the Abyssin-
ian coast.

The reports which are hourly re-

ceived in London from the south of Italy
set forth that the revolutionists are in-

vading the Roman territory on all sides.

Sunday a detachment of troops was sent
out from Rome to meet the invaders at
Frosinone, a province tying southeast of

the city.
