government were, " Whether Congress
was an Illegal and unconstitutional

assemblage, composed as it was of the
Northern States only, and would the
rresldent be justified in sending his

message to such a body! Also, whether
the Constitution gave the House the
right to exclude the members from ten

States, and If the President's oath re-

quired him to enforce those provisions
of the Constitution which give to each
State an equal right of representation in

Congress, and what steps the President
was required to take in order to secure
the assemblage of a Constitutional

Congress?"
At that time It was supposed that the

President would take his stand upon the
decision of the Attorney General. This

it will be recollected was just after and
in connection with the bold utterances
of. the Executive at the Fifth Avenue
Hotel In New York, that " the present"
was only "an assumed Congress" and
" not the Congress the Constitution
called for," and similar declarations,
though less pointed, which fell from his

lips prior to his return to the capital.
These were mere rumors of the hour,

and were deemed at the time chimerical,
but within the last few days all that
was then suggested has been boldly
threatened, and there are politicians not
only sustaining It but threatening to go
to war to enforce it. The recent am-

nesty proclamation of the President Is

Intended to force rebels into Congress.
Gen. Grant will in all probability be di-

rected to order his military officers 'to
register rebels under the proclamation,
and he will refuse, and in consequence
be removed for one more subservient to
the will of the executive, and efforts
made to carry the October elections in
the South by intimidation. The present
Attorney General has supported far
worse outrages than that proposed last
year in the reported queries put to him,
and the politicians of the treason stamp
Hatter themselves that the people are
dead to patriotic duty, and ready to
eanctlon usurpation, but they will be

prepared, we imagine, to flee as they did

then, before the wrath of an awakened

people.
The traitors who long ago yielded to

the victory of the sword hall the elec-

tion in California, produced by Republi-
can divisions as the cry of the masses
for the rule of a Davis or a Lee. We are
unable to determine where the amnesty
proclamation will lead the country, un-

less rebuked with universal scorn.

tinct The success of the reconstruction
measures of Congress have not prompted
his new schemes, they have doubtless in-

Thb Bbnninoton & Rutland and
Troy & Boston It. R, Difficulties.
The Bennington & Rutland R. R. Com-

pany a few days since took up some of
the track of their road between North

Bennington and the State line.deeming it
useless to allow it to remain idle.as it was
wanted to repair other portions of their
line, while no train had passed over the
section alluded to for upwards of eight
months, In consequence of the difficulty
between Mr. Park and the Troy &

Boston Railroad Company, the latter re-

fusing to connect with trains of the B.

& R. R. R. at the State line. Upon the
removal of the rails a rumor was at
once set on foot that Mr. Park was de-

termined that the difficulty should never

bejsettled, and that such were the
motives which prompted the taking up
of the rails. This charge has drawn out
Mr. Park, who publishes the following
card In the last number of the Benning
ton Banner:
Office of the Bennington & Rutland R

R. Co., No. Bennington, Sept. 17
1867.
Mins$. Iditori : Within the past few

days we have taken up a portion of the
railroad Iron between North Bennington
and the State Line,and In consequence It
Is reported that we never Intend to
make a connsction with the Troy &
Boston Company, and the taking up of
the iron is claimed to be evidence of the
fact.

I have only to say, if we never have a
railroad outlet to the West, it will not
be our fault. We are now, as we ever
have been, ready to run our road to the
State Line whenever the Troy & Boston
Co. will run their cars to meet us. We
have waited over eight months for the
Troy Si Boston to resume their connec-
tion with our road and they have de-

clined.
Having occasion to use iron on other

portions of our road, we have taken up
a portion of the iron between this village
and the State line, which has been
idle for the past eight months, and
with no prospect of its ever beioii re-

quired.
If the Troy & Boston Co. will name a

day when they will connect with our
road we will lay the track in less than
48 hours, and do our part towards giving
the community the facilities they for-

merly eDjoyed,
If the Troy people believe (as they

profess to,) that the fault is with ns, let
them appoint some of their own citizens
to investigate the matter and see whether
we ever have, or now refuse to open the
line. While we hope before Jnany months
to have a railroad outlet independent of
the Troy & Boston Co., which will re-

lieve our business community, we are
and shall be willing to open the old line
to Troy whenever the connecting road
will do the same, and If any differences
exist as to the terms of connection, we
always have been and are willing to
submit them to arbitration.

We have no favors to ask of the Troy
& Boston Co., and do not believe they
have the power to work such devasta-
tion aud ruin as they intended and
threatened, but when complaints are
made by au outraged community because
of the unnecessary Interruption of their
business, we want it distinctly under-
stood who is In fault.

Narrow Escape from a Destructive
Firb. The St. Albans Messenger of
Wednesday evening narrates the follow-

ing manner in which what threatened
to be a serious conflagration was nipped
in the bud, in that village.

"Our village had a narrow escape from
a disastrous fire this morning. About
4:30 a. m., the watchman of the St. Al-
bans Foundry Co., discovered that the
cupola of the moulding furnace was on
fire. His cry of fire on the street was
the only alarm given for some time, but
it fortunately was heard by Mr. Hiram
Pierce of the "American," House, who
slipped on a seventy-fiv- e pound nowe's
Fire Extinguisher and double qulcked
for the fire, quickly followed by his son,
"Marsh," with a smaller machine left at
the "American" by the agent. Althoughthe flames were pouring out of the win-
dows and thejlnterior of the cupola was
thoroughly on J Are when the Extin-
guishers were put on, the effect was
magical. In fire minutes the fire was
completely subdued and the danger over.
Ari hiking at the progress the fire had
in a ' i' is certain that with the sonth- -
erlv wind rjrevailin at. t.hp Hmo tho
timber .vas considerable, that, but for
the presence of Mr. Pierce,
equipped with his Extinguisher his
private property St Albans had stood
a "right smart chance" of becoming an
ash heap. The smaller machine was not
so effectual on the outside, the building
being covered with a slate roof, but Mr.
Pierce at the door of the room was 'mas-
ter of the situation.'

Safb Robbbrt at Vergennes. The
office of Messrs. Woodbrldge &. Meader
of Vergennes was entered about 2 o'clock
yesterday morning through a rear win-

dow, by a party of expert burglars, and
a large safe blown open by filling the
lock with powder through a hole drilled
in the door for the purpose. The door,
a massive one, made of iron and soap-ston- e,

was blown completely from the
safe and the lock, into fragments. The
explosion was heard some twenty rods
distant by parties residing in the neigh-
borhood, and supposed by them to be
thunder. Mr. Woodbrldge being absent
In Washington, and his partner in the
eastern part of the State, the gentleman
in charge of the office could not inform
our reporter the extent of their loss.
The only loss of which there is yet any
knowledge Is that of $1020 In Govern-
ment Bonds. These were owned by a
student in the office, who having re-

turned from the war with the loss of an
arm, had put the funds he had so nobly
earned In the securities of the country
he had helped to save. As the numbers
of the bonds are known to the owner,
they cannot well be made available by
the thieves, and they may be recovered.
The safe was one of Bigelow A Hardy's
manufacture, and one of the largest In
the county, and used lu part as a de-

pository of the papers of the Probate
Court. The contents of the safe were
strt-w- in indiscriminate heaps over the
floors of two roams, showing that the
robbers did their work effectually. No
clue to their identity or whereabouts has
vet been obtained.
