West Haven, Benson and Orwell,' to
some point In the West line of the Btate
of Vermont, In Orwell or .Bhoreham,
where the same can inoat conveniently
meet and connect with the Plattsburgh
and Whitehall Railroad which Is now

being constructed. The capital stock Is

named at;flve hundred thousand dollars,

We regret to learn that there are dif-
ferences of opinion among the friends of
this enterprise as to Its final point of
termination. While all are agreed that
the village of Falrhaven lathe most
feasible terminus of the road, both as to
Its grades, distance and cost of construc-

tion, yet, some desire to make White-

hall the terminus, liOtwlthstaoding the
eminent propriety of Its final terminus
remaining as fixed In the original bill.
What possible advantage can there be In
Whitehall over Falrhaven 1 None at all ;

It makes the road longer by several
miles, even to reach Whitehall, and
therefore a much greater outlay of
money, while all purposes than can be

accomplished by the building of the road
can be secured at FalrhaveD. It is
also proposed to leave the question of
the point at which It shall Intersect
with the Saratoga road open, to be deter-
mined hereafter. It would seem this
ought not to be done, fur the point of
intersection at, Fairhaven, would secure

this State, which is desirable to be done
and surely the Saratoga Railroad can
hare all the advantages that could
accrue to it, were it to be built to White-

hall. Another consideration which adds
weight is, that by building a link of
three miles and a half of road to Farnam
crossing, so called, in Poultney, this new
line will be connected with the Rutland
and Waehlntoa Railroad, making a
shorter route by some fourteen miles to
Troy, Albany and New York than can
possibly be secured by way of Whitehall,
Also by the building of this short link,
the intersection at Falrhaven would
leave parties to take either route to the
South or West. In our opinion the
whole matter could have been settled by
making the final point of intersection
near Poultney, but that Is out of the
question for present purposes, as the peo-

ple of Poultney have failed to publish
any notice for the continuation of the
load, or to fix the point of terminus on
the line of the Rutland and Washington
Bailroad, which they should have done,
and It Is to be regretted that they have
not been awake to its importance, for

they could not have failed to have been
aware that this application was to be
made at the presnt session, but as no
one appears to protect or represent the
interests of their community, the ter-

minus must now be fixed either at
Whitehall or Falrhaven.

Anotner consideration is the fact that
Fairh,avep is one of the most flourishing
and enterprising villages in Vermont,
rapidly growing in Its population and
business, and if there are any benefits to
be derived from the business of this new
road they are jusuy cuutiod u. ccctve
them from the hands of the citizens of
Vermont, rather than they should be
diverted to another , point without the
8tate, when feasibility, distance and
economy are In favor of the. Vermont
point of Intersection. It can make no
difference in the building of the road or
the road with which it intersects, for the
reason that the Barotoga Railroad get
all the benefit, whether it Intersects at
Falrhaven or Whitehall, or even at
Poultney, for the Rutland and Washing-
ton is now owned and operated by the
Saratoga Railroad, and in fact a consol-
idation of all their heretofore." separate
interests. ,t 0 r.

It is to be honed that this enterprise
Will not fall in the hands of 4t friends,
and that all the benefits to1 be derived

'
from it will be kept within this State,
and that wise counsel will prevail, that
It may not fall from prejudices of the
two interests represented in the bill, or
on account of a third in protecting their
own Interests, as the Plattsburgh Rail-

road will be built to Ticonderoga, and
In all probability will cross the .Lake
and seek the first avenue of extension
that offers Itself, whether with the Rut-

land and Burlington at Whiting, or with
the Lake Shore road at Falrhaven.

The Virginia Eliction. The election
for the Virginia Convention was con-

tinued in three wards of Richmond on
Thursday, in accordance with the orders
or lien.

This gave
great offence to the Conservative whites,
who were in the majority at the close of
the polls on Wednesday. Two of the
polls opened Thursday were closed early
In the day, but the third remained open
until late at night and was constantly
thronged by negroes, who virtually took
possession of it. The result will doubt-
less be a defeat of the Conservatives,
who threaten to contest the election,
